“floor” for this year. The CEA,
however, added that the buffers built
into the Budget should hold in spite
of higher spending and that India’s
debt profile was sustainable.

As reported earlier, the Centre’s
fertilizer subsidy outlay for the year
could be as high as ¥2.1-2.3 trillion on
back of sustained high commodity
and oil prices due to the war in
Europe. This will be the highest ever
spending on fertilizer subsidy in a
year by a considerable margin and
compares with FY23 budget estimate
of 1.05 trillion.

Additionally, the Modi govern-
ment’s decision to extend the PM
Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana (PMGKAY)
till September will increase the food
subsidy outlay for FY23 to 32.87 tril-
lion from budget estimate of T2.07 tril-
lion. All this while officials maintain
there will be no compromise on the
centre’s 7.5 trillion capital expendi-
ture plan.

Nageswaran said the current geo-
political realities make the jobs of
policymakers very difficult. “In this
ever-changing scenario, policymakers
will have to work with imperfect,
incomplete and inadequate set of
forecasts,” he said.

No wheat export curb despite
production, procurement dip

New Delhi, & May

India will not impose clirbs on wheat
exports though production is
expected to be lower than what was
expected.

This is because year-end closing
stocks are seen to be adequate after
meeting all requirements.

India’s wheat output in the mar-
keting year of 2022-23 is expected to
fall to 105 million tonnes from an ear-
lier estimate of 111.32 million tonnes
and official purchases are set to halve
to 19.5 million tonnes.

Detailing for the first time the
country’s official position on several
critical issues related to wheat export
and production, Food Secretary
Sudhanshu Pandey on Wednesday
said at a press conference the agri-
culture ministry had revised down-
ward the wheat production estimate
due to the early onset of summer.

“We are stillin a surplus situation
... The government’s wheat procure-
ment has reduced. But the availabil-
ity and procurement of rice are suf-
ficient to meet the demand under
the National Food Security Act,”
Pandey added.

According to the Centre’s assess-
ment, despite the drop in production
and procurement, the closing of
wheat in FY23 is expected to be
around 8 million tonnes, higher than
the 7.5 million tonnes required for
buffer stocks (see chart).

India’s wheat production stood at
109.59 million tonnes in the 2020-21
crop year (July-June).

Pandey ruled out the possibility
of imposing curbs on wheat exports
because farmers were getting higher
than the minimum support price
(MSP) for their produce.

“We don’t see a case for any con-
trol on exports .... Wheat exports are
on and in fact the government is
facilitating the traders,” Pandey said.
He said new export markets such
as Egypt, Turkey, and some
European Union countries were
opening up for Indian wheat and the
Agricultural and Processed Food
Products Export Development
Authority is helping with shipment.
Pandey said private traders had
contracted for exporting 4 million
tonnes in the current quarter, and 1
million tonnes had been shipped.
The food secretary said wheat
procurement was expected to fall to
19.5 million tonnes in the 2022-23
marketing year (April-March), much
lower than in the previous year, due
to several factors, including higher
market prices than the MSP in some
states, farmers and traders holding
stocks in anticipation of further price
rise, and lower production than esti-
mated in some states.

Pandey said the government had
allocated 5.5 million tonnes of
additional rice in place of wheat to
states for distribution under the gov-
ernment’s free ration scheme
Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna
Yojana.

“This will free up around 5.5 mil-
lion tonnes of wheat but will entail
an additional subsidy of around
4,800 crore,” Pandey said.

The Centre has launched the
Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna
Yojana to provide free foodgrains to
over 800 million beneficiaries cov-
ered under the National Food
Security Act as part of its efforts to
reduce the hardship of people on
account of the pandemic.

Under the scheme, the Centre
provides 5 kg of foodgrains per per-
son per month free of cost. The
additional free grain is over and
above the normal quota provided
under the NFSA at a highly subsi-
dised rate of 32-3 per kg.

The central government
defended its continued pur-
chases of Russian oil on
Wednesday, saying they were
part of its long-standing effort
to diversify its supplies and
arguing a sudden halt to
imports would jack up world
prices and hurt its con-
sumers.

Attracted by discounts,
the world’s third-largest
crude oil importer has bought
more than twice as much oil
from Russia since it invaded
Ukraine as in the whole of
2021, coming into spotlight at
a time when Western sanc-
tions have prompted many
oil importers to shun trade
with Moscow.

The European Union, the
biggest buyer of Russian
energy, on Wednesday pro-
posed phasing outimports of
Russian crude within six
months and refined products
by end-2022.

In defence of its strategy,

India has been pointing out
that European countries con-
tinued to import much more
oil from Moscow, and that
Russian crude accounted for
just a fraction of India’s total
consumption.

“India has been con-
strained to pay ever-increas-
ing prices charged by certain
oil suppliers, which isleading
India to diversify its sources
of procurement,” the Ministry
of Petroleum and Natural Gas
said.

“If suddenly, now, as a
huge importer of crude oil,
India pulls back on its diver-
sified sources, concentrating
on the remaining, in an
already constrained market,
it will lead to further volatility
and instability, jacking up
international prices,” the
ministry said in a statement.

“Despite attempts to
portray it otherwise, energy
purchases from Russia
remain minuscule in com-
parison to India’s total con-
sumption,” the ministry
said. REUTERS

Kotak Mahindra Bank Q4
consolidated profitup50%

THE FINANCIALS

Kotak Mahindra Bank reported
a 50 per cent year-on-year
(YoY)jump in consolidated net
profit to 33,892 crore in the
January-March quarter (Q4) of
FY22, on better margins and
robust performance of subsid-
iaries.

It had posted a consoli-
dated net profit of 32,589 crore
in the same period a year ago.
On a full-year basis (FY22), the
consolidated net profit was up
21 per cent to 12,089 crore
compared tothe previous year.

Uday Kotak, managing
director (MD) and chief execu-
tive officer (CEQ) of the bank,
said, consolidated profits are
broad-based. He added,
“Profits coming from non-
banking entities are very sig-
nificant. They are not depend-
ent disproportionately only on
the bank. About 30 per cent of
the consolidated profit comes
from subsidiaries.”

On a standalone basis,
which represents the banking
operations, the lender’s net
profit was up 65 per cent YoY
to 32,767 crore in Q4 of FY22,
